




I am Jamil. When I was 10 I saw my mother shot dead. 

I cried and cried, but then I got angry. 

A gang of older boys was going around writing on walls

and smashing up anything that belonged to the Israelis. I

joined in – there seemed no other way to change things.

Then my friend said he’d found out how to 

make a bomb. I knew it was a dangerous idea, 

but I couldn’t stop thinking about it.

I was heading down a scary road, but life changed for me

when I moved to Hope School, where I am sponsored by a

BibleLands supporter. At Hope I’ve learnt a lot. All the

usual school stuff – but they also taught me that violence

isn’t the answer and that my country needs educated

people who can’t be told what to do by extremists and

thugs. When I leave Hope School I will have the skills to

make good choices. I think my mum would be proud.

In the Middle East, concrete walls are not the only

obstacles to education. In Israel and the occupied

Palestinian territory, Lebanon and Egypt, BibleLands’

overseas partners are breaking down the barrier of

poverty and giving disadvantaged young people a new

start. There are still many who have not yet had the

chance to receive an education.
